Kindra verified that there was a quorum.

Approval of May Minutes:  Janet Blauvelt moved that the May Minutes be approved.  Margene Swarts seconded.  The motion carried.

Treasurer Report:  There was no Treasurer Report.  Jerry Glynn will have a detailed report next meeting.  The income tax form is finished.  Show managers should submit expense records from the shows to Jerry.

Topeka Chapter Report:  Kathy Childs gave an update on the Topeka Chapter.  The meeting was held at Diane Hailey’s house and the program was on Biofeedback and how to get over horse show nerves.  The next meeting will be held in conjunction with the KCDS meeting on July 10 at the Lawrence Hereford House.

Old Business:

A.  July Newsletter: Peggy Keller will write her bio; Kris Tilson will write the Letter from the Board.  The meeting will be held on July 10 at 7:00 p.m. at the Lawrence Hereford House.  Members will buy their own refreshments/dinner.  All members are invited to attend.

C.  Horse Show Committee Update:  Kathy O’Brien presented a second draft of a Show Manager’s contract.  She has incorporated feedback from Dennis Goodwin and Pat Reese.  There was a discussion regarding the Show Manager fee structure.  Kathy O’Brien moved that the 2006 show managers be paid $250 for March, $500 for May and $600 for July.  Carol Davis seconded.  The motion was approved.

In recapping the May show, the preliminary numbers indicate the show made money. The judges were complimentary about how well it was run.  There haven’t been complaints.  In general, the show was a success.  The preliminary report on the March show is that it also made money.

Organization for the July show is on track.  The closing date is June 7.  Peggy Keller said Ernie Rodina, the Purina District Manager, is providing the meat for the BBQ for the Saturday party.  The group discussed vendor fees, but no specific fee structure was determined.  Vendors need to coordinate through Margene Swarts.

Janet Blauvelt volunteered to be the Show Manager for the October show at Longview.  This show is a non-recognized schooling show and the schooling show championship.  We still need a secretary and volunteer chairperson.

D.  Adult Camp:  Terri Becker, Camp Organizer, said the camp at William Woods is full.  The campers have paid their fees.  All of the arrangements are on track.  The Dressage Foundation has sent us the first $750 of the $1000 grant.  We want to thank the Foundation for their grant.  

E.  Nomination Committee:  At the annual meeting, Dawn Kindt was elected as Chairman, and the members were Rebecca Rigdon and Dennis Goodwin.  The president appoints two other committee members.  Kindra asked for a motion to appoint Kathy O’Brien and Sheryl McClure.  Carol Davis moved and Kathy Childs seconded.  The motion carried.

F.  Junior Camp:  There was no report.  

H.  Educational Program:  Kathy O’Brien said that 21 people attended the education program on June 13 on “Handling Large Animal Emergencies”, by the Emergency Equine Response Unit.  Ten of the attendees were KCDS members and 11 were non-members.  $110 in income was collected and there was $68 in expenses.  

The feedback indicated it was an excellent presentation.  One of the highlights was the “Wal Mart” solutions for a barn first aid kit.  The presenters used a Powerpoint presentation, a live horse and a life-sized model to teach participants how to handle horse emergencies.  

The Emergency Equine Response Unit covers a 200 mile radius around Kansas City; they also provide hauling services to vet hospitals.

The next educational program is July 29 with Dr. Kristin Patton from KSU Veterinary School, returning to discuss “Belly Aches and Wheezes.”  The program will be held at Tri Tech Consulting, 14827 W. 95th Street, Lenexa, KS.  It is free to KCDS members and $10 for non-members.

New Business:

A.  2006 Awards Banquet and Silent Auction:  Kindra is looking for a Coordinator for the Silent Auction.  The Banquet is January 21, 2007 at the Holiday Inn in Olathe.

B.  The Longview Benefit Horse Show is August 26.  Maggie Stonecipher moved that KCDS sponsor a class for $100.  Dawn Kindt seconded. The motion was approved. 

C.  The Kansas Quarter Horse Association has a new awards program for prospective members.  The program is call “KQHA Counts in Kansas.”  More information about the program will be put in the newsletter.

Other Business:

A Sarah Patrick is running for Region IV Director.  She has indicated that she would like to attend one of our meetings to introduce herself.  Kindra will extend an invitation.

Some of the attendees were at the recent KDEA show in Hutchinson.  They told the group about a fund raising idea they saw there.  KDEA had a raffle for small items as well as silent auction for 5 major items at the show.  People could purchase raffle tickets as well as the competitors who completed the competition evaluation form receive at ticket.  The club raises between $1400 -$1900 this way.
