Approval of August Minutes:  Dawn Kindt moved that the October Minutes be approved.  Terri Becker seconded.  The motion carried.

Membership Report:  Terri Becker reported that there were no additional new members or renewals last month.  The total membership is 264, with 226 voting members.  We need at least 23 voting members at the December meeting to have a quorum.  Terri is still working on the USDF roster.  The membership renewals for 2007 are being mailed.

Treasurer Report:  Jerry Glynn reported that the October show expenses were still clearing.  The show looks like it was profitable.

C.  Horse Show Committee Update:  

i.  October Show:  Janet Blauvelt, the show manager, reported that it was a pleasue working with Peggy Keller who was the MASA representative.  She said the money “did okay.”  She recommended that we put an ad in the newsletter to contract with someone to do the arena maintenance (watering and dragging) for all 3 shows next year.  With the closing of Landers Farm, Jose will no longer be available and the arena maintenance is a hassle.  

The tractor had a flat so it couldn’t be used to drag the arenas at the October show.  Kindra Wilson will write a letter to the Longview Horse Park Board to complain and to request the contract numbers for the park maintenance departments. 

We heard positive comments from the competitors; the weather was beautiful; the judges were good.

ii.  2007 March:  Kris Tilson, show manager, reported that everything is contracted for except an EMT.  She is negotiating for a block of rooms at the Capitol Plaza Hotel at $99 per night.  The show has received its recognition by USEF and forms have been sent in for USDF.  

Kindra Wilson, Janet Blauvelt and Kris Tilson edited the prize lists for 2007 shows for the Omnibus.  The deadline for the Omnibus is November 15.

New Business:

a.  Nominating Committee:  There are no changes to the slate of officers for 2007.

These volunteer hours will count towards 2006 KCDS award and volunteer recognition programs.
